THE ONE WHO DIED
The One who died was the Son of God. He was
pure and holy - without sin. He became a man for
one reason - to die for our sin.

We have all sinned. The Bible says “without
shedding of blood there is no forgiveness.” 2

Our holy God must punish sin. An eternity spent
away from God in a place of punishment is what
we all deserve. But God loves us and made a plan
to save us from sin’s punishment.

God’s plan was to lay all our sin on His Son Jesus
Christ, who willingly took our punishment inst ead
of us.

Having taken our sin away in His own body on
the cross, Jesus’ body was lovingly laid in a tomb
by His followers

THE ONE WHO ROSE AGAIN
After three days in the tomb, Jesus rose from the
dead. He is alive today. The Scripture says “It
wasn’t possible that death should hold Him.” 3

Because Jesus is alive He is able to forgive your
sin and give you eternal life.

Are you tired of living in sin? Is it hard to live
away from God? Then come back to Him today.
He will welcome you as you trust His Son, the
Lord Jesus, as your Saviour. “Believe on the Lord
Jesus Christ and you will be saved.” 4

THE ONE WHO SAVES
Jesus saves us from the everlasting punishment
we deserve for our sins.

He is the only one who can save us, for “there is
salvation in no one else, for there is no other
name given to men by which we must be saved.”5

Jesus said “I am the way, the truth and the life.
No one comes to the Father except by me.” 6

The Lord Jesus Christ is not just another religious
leader. He is the one whom God has appointed to
judge the living and the dead. Jesus will return to
earth again, for God has decreed that one day
every knee shall bow before His Son and every
tongue must confess him as Lord.

YOU WILL MEET JESUS ONE DAY



If you receive Jesus Christ as your Saviour, He will
welcome you to his heavenly home, for he has
prepared a place for all who believe in Him.

But if your reject Jesus as your Saviour, His words
when you meet will be “Depart from me, you
cursed, into everlasting fire prepared for the devil
and his angels.” 7

calls on the name of the Lord will be saved.” 8
